We hope that you will join us for the Kentucky Gourd Society’s fifteenth
show.

(1) Our theme this year is “Gourds For All Seasons”

(2) We have added a lot of information to help you with your entries;
see the DEFINITIONS AND EXAMPLES at the beginning of the
crafted gourds section. There are additional notes above many of
the entry classes. Much of the information comes from the new
Judging Handbook developed by the American Gourd Society. We
hope that this information helps both you (in creating your entries)
and the judges (in awarding you ribbons).

(3) We've added lots of new entry classes this year!! There are so
many that they are too numerous to mention here. They are all
marked “new” above the entry class in the booklet so you can easily
find them. Here are some highlights:

= |n addition to those “only” entry classes (like woodburned only),
we’ve added corresponding classes with additional crafting
techniques. Now you can woodburn a gourd and quit there, or
you can keep going by adding some additional techniques —
maybe you want to add a woven rim, do some carving, or add
some clay. Same goes for pen and ink, carved, and colored
gourds.

= The number of entry classes for musical instruments has been
expanded from one to four (AA/AP45 — AA/AP48). Some classes
that were previously combined now have their own classes.

= We've added some brand new entry classes, too.

= For those of you who feel a compulsion to make multiple entries
for the same entry class, we have added an Overflow (AA70/
AP70). Overflow is for display only and will not be judged. You
may enter one piece in this class. But with all the entry classes,
we offer, and the early listing of entry classes, you will be able to
make lots of different entries!!

Be sure to read thru the booklet. It's packed with information to help make
the process of creating those masterpieces and successfully entering
them in the show easy! Check the web site at www.kygourdsociety.com
for more information on the show and workshops.

COMPETITION INFORMATION & RULES

This year's theme is Gourds For All Seasons.
Exhibitors must be members of a Gourd Society to have entries
in the show.

Only one entry per class per person will be allowed.

Entries must be exhibitor's own work, unless otherwise noted. Entry
classes AA68 and AP68 are for collaborative pieces.

No entries will be allowed for pieces that have been entered in a
previous Kentucky Gourd Show judged competition.

Entry Forms are located in the middle of the show booklet. Please fill
out both sides and mail, with any fees, to Betsy Young, 8521 Penn.
Run Rd., Louisville, KY 40228. If the Young Artists Division entries
are confusing, contact Carol Bishop, gourdlady@insightbb.com,
(502)254-5201, for help.

Entry tags will be provided. Tags can be mailed in advance for $2.50
for 25 tags or less, $3.50 for 26 — 50 tags, $4.50 for 51 - 75 tags and
$5.50 for more than 75 tags. All entries must be pre-registered by
April 25, 2009, to allow time for entry tags to be mailed to you before
the show. No tags will be mailed after that date.

Entries will be accepted on Friday evening, between 6:00 p.m. and
9:00 p.m., Eastern Daylight Savings Time. Entries may be accepted
on Saturday morning, between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. EDST by
prior arrangement with the registration chair only. No entries
will be accepted after 8:00 a.m. EDST on Saturday. We appreciate
Friday entries; they allow us to set up entries to display your work to
its best advantage.

Exhibitor packets, including show admission badges and entry tags
not mailed in advance, may be picked up in the Library/Media Center
on Friday evening between 6:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. EDST and
Saturday morning between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. EDST.

After judging, tags for entries receiving ribbons will be unfolded so that
the exhibitor’'s name is shown. A 3x5 card with details of techniques
and products used on the entry may be attached to the entry tag string
and placed with the entry before the judging. No business cards are
allowed on entries until judging is completed, but they may be placed
with exhibits after judging is finished.

All entries must remain in place until 4:00 p.m. EDST on Sunday.
Early removal of items will disqualify you from entering
competition the following year.

All entries improperly placed will be disqualified. See Entering Your
Gourd and Winning a Ribbon on pages 27-28.

will help you to make sure they are in the right entry class, and leave

them there. We will put them in the display area for you.

Judging will begin at 8:30 a.m. EDST on Saturday. The exhibit area

will be closed during judging.

3. Only one entry per person per entry class is allowed.

4. All work must be done by exhibitor, except as noted.

5. Items entered in a previous Kentucky Gourd Society show
may not be entered. Items entered in other gourd shows
may be entered.

6. All open gourds need to be cleaned to remove surface dirt
and membrane, and finished, inside and out, for show
quality. Stems are not mandatory, but must be cleaned if left
on gourd. See “How to Clean a Gourd for Competition” in
Appendix for additional information.

7. See “Entering Your Gourd and Winning a Ribbon”in
Appendix for additional information.

8. Artists who have neither sold work nor taught classes for
money should enter Adult Amateur classes (beginning with
AA). Artists who have either sold work or taught classes
for money must enter Adult Professional classes (beginning
with AP).

DEFINITIONS & EXAMPLES:

» Translucent and clear protective finishes are allowed on all
entries. Translucent finishes may be colored, but must be
sheer enough to see the natural characteristics and markings
of the gourd through them. Examples: colored shoe polish,
dye.
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Natural materials are allowed (and encouraged!!) on all
entries. Examples: linen or cotton cords, pine needles, animal
or plant parts, and flowers. They may be dyed.

Man-made materials are allowed on all entries unless
otherwise specified. Examples: many paints and dyes, glass
or plastic beads, and wires.

Artificial sinew is allowed on all entries. It is a waxed nylon
imitation of natural sinew (animal tendon), used as a
binding/beading material.

Whole gourd: An uncut gourd, whose shell is still intact.

Cut gourd: Any gourd whose surface has been cut, partially or
completely, with a tool such as a knife, saw, hot woodburning
pen, awl, or other implement. The gourd does not have to be
cut into two pieces, just cut completely through the shell.

Gourd basket: A gourd with the top cut off and a carrying
handle attached, or cut so part of the gourd remains to act as a
handle. The general appearance is a container with a handle
for carrying items.

The inside surface of cut gourds and covered containers may
be painted, stained, decoupaged or otherwise finished.
Embellishment: Any decorative item, natural or artificial,
attached to a gourd for the purpose of improving the
appearance of the work. Examples: beads, charms, bear
claws.

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APPENDIX

How To Clean A Gourd For Competition

Disappointed because your dried or crafted gourd did not win a ribbon?
Could a dirty stem be the reason?

If you have never judged a dried or crafted gourd class maybe you
don’t realize that the stem is judged as well as the body of the gourd.
The judge first checks to make certain that the gourd meets the Class
Requirements. Class Requirements for a dried gourd class require the
stem to be clean. In the crafted classes, how well the gourd is
prepared before the artwork is applied is essential. Although it may not
be specified in writing, gourds with dirty stems are not considered
quality work; they may not be considered for a ribbon, regardless of
how many gourds are in the class. They are automatically eliminated.

To clean a show gourd you will need a plastic or copper pot scrubber
(stainless steel scrubbers tend to have very sharp edges and can
leave scratches), a small smooth bladed knife, (kitchen paring knife), a
wet towel, and a tooth brush. Dish detergent is optional since some
will leave a residue on the gourd. Whether you clean your gourds
indoors or out of doors, hot water tends to loosen the gourd skin more
quickly. Put the gourd in the hot water, covering it with a towel that has
been soaked in the hot water and let it soak for about 15 minutes.
Gently scrub the gourd with the scrubber. If the skin on the gourd is
very tight and does not come off easily, soak the gourd again and try
scrubbing again. If stubborn skin will not come off, use the small knife
to scrape off any resistant skin.

To clean the stem, use the tooth brush. Beginning at the base of the
stem, gently scrub the stem toward the clipped end. If the stem is
stained, mix a mild bleach solution and turn the gourd upside down
and dip the stem into the bleach until the stains disappear, then rinse
thoroughly. Use the small knife to scrape away any small fragments of
skin that might be left around the base of the stem. Be sure to turn the
gourd upside down and check the blossom end and use both
toothbrush and knife, if necessary, to clean thoroughly. Rinse the
gourd well and set out to dry. Set the gourd in a shaded area since the
heat from the sun can cause drying too fast and can crack the shell.
Recheck for any dirt or skin you may have missed, and touch up as
needed.

Please remember that gourds must be well seasoned for crafting.
Some people believe that using bleach on the gourd will kill mold or
mildew. It will, but it is damaging to your hands and can dry the gourd
skin excessively. Generally, if there is much mold on the gourd, it may
not be thoroughly dried on the inside even though seeds rattle.

Gourds dried in the field may not be completely dry inside and it is wise
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to allow the gourd to “cure” or dry for a full season before using them
for crafting. The thorough drying causes the skin to dry and loosen
and eliminates the need for bleach since mold feeds on moisture.

We have covered the cleaning of the outside of a gourd but what do
you do when you make a bowl or vase or covered container? Judges
take into consideration how clean the inside of gourd is when the lid
has been removed. If you take time to embellish the outside of a gourd
make sure you clean the inside. This will keep down gourd dust and
also the tobacco beetle. There are many tools on the market to clean
out the inside of a gourd. You can also use “tools” you have on hand -
a large tablespoon or an old ice cream scoop works well. After you
have removed the seeds and most of the membrane, you can take
sandpaper to buff out more of the "guts” and give a better smoother
finish. (Drywall screen works very well). Once that is done you can
spray the interior with acrylic finish and this will improve the
appearance and also catch the eye of the judges.

Entering Your Gourd And Winning A Ribbon

Now that your gourd is cleaned, what’s next? By now, a general idea
will have suggested itself based on the gourd you’ve chosen. If you
plan to enter it into show competition, review this booklet to find an
appropriate competition entry class for what you want to do.

Competition classes are organized first under Divisions, based on your
age. Under the Divisions, there are Categories, based on broad
groupings like Dried or Crafted, which are listed in the Table of
Contents. Within each Category are the competition classes you can
enter. Each class contains specific information about crafting
techniques which can be used, any requirements for the type of gourd
to be used, specific themes, etc. If you can’t find an entry class that
suits what the gourd is telling you to do with it, you can enter one piece
in the “I Did It My Way” class which appears in each category. You
may enter only one gourd in each competition class, so don’'t make all
your entries alike!

Please note: If your entry is in the wrong class, it will be disqualified.
People will be available on Friday evening to help you verify that you
are entering your work in the right class, but the ultimate responsibility
is yours. Please review the entire booklet carefully to make sure that
your gourd is entered in the right class before you fill out and submit
your entry form.

Once you have settled on the entry class, read the JUDGING POINTS
and REQUIREMENTS for the Category for that entry class. Also
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review the DEFINITIONS & EXAMPLES. This will tell you the basic
criteria which will be used in judging your gourd. If you fail to meet
them, your gourd may be disqualified from winning a ribbon.

Gourds may be entered in the show between 6:00PM and 9:00PM on
Friday night. If you had your entry tags mailed to you in advance,
please have them attached to your gourds. Exhibitor packets will be
available in the registration area. They will contain your exhibitor pass
for admission to the show and entry tags you didn’t have mailed.

If you ended up bringing different entries than you registered for, just
let the people at the check-in desk know that. They will take the
incorrect tags and issue you new ones with the correct information on
them. We don’t want your entry to be disqualified because it doesn’t
have the proper tag!

After you pick up your packet, proceed to the drop-off tables. There
will be people there to assist you in making sure that your entry fits the
class you want to enter. If it doesn’t, they will try to help you find
another class in which to enter it. Please remember that you can only
make one entry in each class. If you were to enter two pieces in the
same class, both would be disqualified. The people will not help you
decide which one of several potential entries you brought for the same
class has the best chance of winning a ribbon. That is your decision.

After verifying the entry classes for your pieces, you will leave them in
the check-in room and they will be transported to the competition area
for you. They must remain on display there until 4:00 PM on Sunday.
You may pick them up from the display area after the close of the show
at 4:00.

A limited number of registrations can be done on Saturday morning
between 7:00AM and 8:00AM for those people from out of town who
are unable to come on Friday. If your entry process hasn’t been
completed by 8:00AM, your work can not be judged in the competition.
Please make your entries on Friday if at all possible.

We will work with vendors on Friday night to pick up your pre-
registered entries with tags already on them. Just let Bonnie or CeCe
know that you need help.
